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The following leaflet will be circulated by Her Majesty’s Government in order to teach your children to PRACTICE SAFE SMOKING.

“To all young people. 

Smoking is harmful, but you are probably going to smoke anyway, so at least practice safe smoking. Avoid unprotected smoking at all costs.  Our youth safe-smoking advisors will visit schools and youth centres. In school you will have special smoking lessons, in which you will be shown how to light up a cigarette, how to smoke without inhaling, and videos of people practising safe smoking. 

You will be able to ask these advisors the most intimate and personal questions about smoking. Nothing will shock them. Do not be afraid. They will teach you how to carry out, solo smoking, group smoking, or smoking with a friend of either gender, with minimum risk to your health. 

Moreover at any doctors’ surgery, chemist’s shop, supermarket pharmacy or school nurse you will be able to obtain free packets of low nicotine, long filter cigarettes. No questions asked about age or name or previous health record. Your parents don’t need to know, and our staff will keep confidentiality, even if you are below the legal smoking age of 16. Carry these safe cigarettes with you always, so if ever you feel tempted to smoke, smoke protected cigarettes. 

These free cigarettes may cost the National Health Service billions. Your grandparents may be dying on trolleys in hospital corridors. Nevertheless, dear young people, we want you to be safe. Practice safe smoking.”

Ludicrous, yes, but doesn’t our Government do the equivalent in the field of sex? They declare they wish to halve teenage pregnancies within ten years. So far all we have seen is the lamentable decision of Tesco to dole out the morning-after pill to young girls in Somerset.


Of course pharmacists receive £20 per head for prescribing the MAP. Aren’t Tesco’s profits healthy enough without their self-degradation to the level of an abortion-provider.


Society is up against unscrupulous commercial interests, in pharmaceuticals, condoms, the abortion clinics, media and fashion, which make billions from sex. It is in their financial interest to have as many young people as sexually active as possible, as soon as possible.

For the last thirty years they have been very successful, flooding the country with amoral sex-ed, condoms and pills. They have sold us the lie that contraception allows “safe sex..” 

“The typically modern man practically never thinks about sex.. He dreams of it, craves for it, pictures it and drools over it. But his frothing, steaming activity is not thinking.” (Frank Sheed).

We now have highest teenage pregnancy rates in western Europe (46.9 per 1000 girls). This compares with Australia 43.7, France 20.2, Germany 16.1, Ireland 19.2,  Italy 12.0,  Japan 10.1, Netherlands 12.2, Poland 21.1, Russia 101.7, Spain 12.3, USA 83.6.


Countries with strong family values – Italy, Ireland, Spain, Poland - show much lower rates. Japan instils a strong moral code into its young people in every grade of school, based on civic virtues and traditional religion. Russia and its ertswhile satellites show high teenage pregnancy rates, but many girls marry at 16-18 years of age.


Advocates of liberal sex-education highlight the Netherlands as the home of all that is good and permissive. However, since Holland classifies terminations earlier than two months as “menstrual extraction,” not abortion, the Dutch pregnancy statistics are probably as false as their artificially low abortion statistics.


In any case a “pregnancy” is not a “problem.” It is a beautiful gift from God. We were all “a pregnancy” once.  The problem is lack of virtue, lack of sexual self-control, fornication. Even Tony Blair can’t legislate for a growth in virtue. Our society cultivates the sin of lust and is poisoned by it. Having sown the wind it is reaping the whirlwind. 

“Chastity, like honesty, is a civic as well as a personal virtue.

When a society loses chastity, it begins to destroy itself.

Chastity enables us to control sex and make it a source of happiness,

As God intended, rather than a source of suffering.”


The sex promoters have so sexualised our media culture that it is very difficult for youngsters to live chaste lives, in preparation for lasting marriage.


Their ability to create a family is also endangered. We are in the middle of the worst VD epidemic since the end of World War I. Herpes, genital warts, chlamydia, gonorrhoea are at record levels. Every year 1 in 4 sexually experienced teenagers acquires a STD.  During sex with an infected partner, a girl has 1% chance of acquiring HIV+, 30% risk of genital herpes, 50% risk of gonorrhoea. 

Undetected infections like chlamydia often lead on to pelvic inflammatory disease. A young woman has already lost much of her fertility before she realises the problem. Hence the rising demand for IVF. Moreover, women who have taken the Pill for years may find it very difficult to conceive in their thirties.

Up to 15% of sexually active teenage women already have the human papilloma virus, which triggers cervical cancer. The fact that new HIV infections were the highest ever last year shows the “success” of so called safe sex programmes. What we should be teaching is neither “safe sex” nor “safer sex,” but “safest sex” – with one faithful married partner for life.

Contraception has emancipated men from responsibility. They want the sex but refuse to act as fathers to their children, or husbands to their women. 


Older mothers feel badly undermined by public authorities which give no financial incentives to stable married couples, but consistently undermine parental authority. Children are given free condoms at local family planning clinics, when they are not even tall enough to reach across the counter.


Young people are confused by society’s double message: “If you are not having sex you are not normal, but don’t have sex, at least not until you are in a “stable relationship.” It’s rather like saying: “We don’t really want you to engage in burglary, but if you do, here’s how to minimise the risk.”.

A clearer message would be: Sex is for babies and bonding.  If you don’t want a baby and don’t want to bond, don’t have sex. Sex is God’s beautiful gift to married couples.  True love waits. It is perfectly normal not to have sex at 14 or 16. Wait until you find the love of your life and are married to them. If a boy really loves a girl, he will wait, he will be faithful. If all he wants is sex, he will find someone else, and the girl is well rid of him. 

Give youngsters high expectations and many of them will try to aim high, even if occasionally they fail. The person who realises he/she is made in God’s image and likeness, with an immortal soul, is more likely to value and respect himself and others.

In contrast, if a girl doesn’t respect her own body, nobody else will. Girls lose their self-respect when they sleep around. Boys too lose all respect for them. They gossip between themselves about how far a certain girl will go.

We need to empower young people to say No to pre-marital sex and to resist all the commercial pressures.

The breakdown of family life is a primary factor in causing premature sexual activity – a famine of love (Kennedy 1991). 55% of UK marriages, fatally wounded, end in divorce, injuring countless youngsters emotionally. Wanting attention, affection and love, they become involved in affairs with each other, which in the end often prove mutually destructive. 

In a U.S. survey of sexually-experienced 14-16 year olds, 47% of boys and 65% of girls had engaged in sex although they did not really desire to do so. Not knowing how to say No was frequently the difficulty. Loneliness is a big problem for adolescents. She wants companionship, he wants sex, but their mutual exploitation leads to unhappiness.  85% of American boys who impregnate girls afterwards abandon them. Teen sons of adolescent mothers are 2.7 times more likely to end in prison.

Some American States are diverting funds towards Teen Chastity Programs like “True Love Waits,” based on abstinence. In some schools and counties they have cut teen pregnancies by more than 50%. The pro-contraception sex-research institutes have tried to discredit and muddy these results by statistical sleight-of-hand. It is clear, however, that the USA’s very high teen-pregnancy rates have recently fallen (from 112 to 83 ‰), because an increased percentage of teens have remained sexually inactive.

A society which extols the morals of the farmyard, will discover that its young people live up to the expectations put before them. If the Blair regime pushes more contraception and abortion, we will end up with more broken homes, more delinquent children. Blair should budget for more prisons and more police too, if he swallows the abysmal, failed policies of the permissive sex lobby.
